7. The students will take ‘Orientation Courses’ for each event which are 15-minute e-Modules that are followed
by a quiz. To be eligible to participate the students will have to score at least 60% or above in these quizzes.
8. The Teacher Coordinators will select between 20-100 students for participation and will provide them with
Background Guides on the themes for each of the meetings to help them prepare.
9. The institutes will also invite Jury members to judge the events through our portal.
10. At the end of each event, a document called Draft Resolution or a Communique is created by the students
that highlights all the proceedings of the discussions and the proposed solutions to the issues at hand.
1. The institute will submit the photos, videos and Draft Resolutions of the event through their dashboard.
Yuvamanthan will share pictures, videos and draft resolutions of each event.
